Warning on COVID-19

Recently as a country we’'ve witnessed the surge on the number of positive
cases and another state of emergency will take place in Fukuoka starting from
Wednesday May 12". Even though our prefecture will be excluded from this
measure, we can’t underestimate the current situation being the 9™ place right
after Hokaido in the number of positive cases per 100,000 people. Now we are
facing the 4" wave and reportedly more contagious variants are spreading
rapidly.

Considering this current situation, we decided to take the following measures.

Our academy will continue to do our best to prevent from further infection. Please note that
there might be a stricter measure being imposed depending on the situation.

1. Classes

All the classes will be carried out through online. This measure will go into
effect from May 11" — May 315 and we will inform our policy for later than
June 1%t on Thursday, May 27",

2. Access to the inside campus

In principle, we will restrict your entry. But the exceptions are made only if
you submit the designated reception slip at the counter of student support
department or academic affairs department. However we appreciate if you
leave the campus and go back home as soon as you get your things done
here.

9. The closure of the school cafeteria and kiosk
mSchool cafeteria: It will be closed from May 11" till May 31%.,
mKiosk: It will be closed from May 13" till May 315, We understand some
students need to pick up their text books during the period between
11" and 12", but you are supposed to go through the reception at
the administration office throughout this timeline.
